Effective January 1, 2010

CHAPTER 11, SECTION 1.

No dog shall be exhibited in a licensed or member dog show, except

for dogs entered in the Miscellaneous Class unless it is either

individually registered in the AKC Stud Book, or individually registered

with a foreign registry organization whose pedigrees are acceptable

for AKC registration.

No entry shall be made or accepted which specifies any

condition as to its acceptance.

Exhibitors should follow their veterinarians’ recommendation to

assure their dogs are free of internal and external parasites, any

communicable diseases, and have appropriate vaccinations.
